and G. Gayle Stephens.  The Foundation is organized exclusively for the benefit of, to perform the functions of, or to carry out certain charitable, educational, literary, and scientific purposes of the Society of Teachers of Family Medicine….

Key provisions: Members of the Foundation are the STFM Board members.  The STFM Board elects 6 Trustees for a 6-year term.  The Trustees elect the Foundation officers.

First meeting and election of officers: G. Gayle Stephens, President; Edward W. Ciracy, Vice President, F. Marian Bishop, Secretary; and B. Lewis Barnett, Treasurer.

1979
Leland Blanchard Memorial Lecture established; the first major fund-raising activity.  Dr. Blanchard was a major contributor to the development of family practice and the second president of STFM.  This lecture is presented each year at the STFM Annual Spring Conference.

1979-1987
For several years the STFM Foundation and the AAFP Foundation (then the FHFA Foundation) discussed the advisability of merging, with the STFM Foundation having representation on the AAFP Foundation Board of Trustees.   It was decided in 1987 to keep the STFM Foundation independent from the AAFP Foundation.

1982
The Foundation published The Intellectual Basis of Family Practice by G. Gayle Stephens.

1988-1991
Under the leadership of President Edward Shahady, MD, the Foundation established a series of initiatives designed to facilitate the development of leaders for family medicine education.

1988
The New Faculty Orientation Award was established to support the attendance of faculty in their first two years of teaching to attend the STFM Annual Spring Conference.  

1989
The F. Marian Bishop Leadership Award, established in honor of Dr. Bishop, was established in 1990.  The award recognizes individuals who have significantly enhanced the credibility of family medicine by a sustained, long-term commitment to family medicine in an academic setting.


The Foundation published Between the Lines (Reflections of a Family Physician) by B. Lewis Barnett, Jr.  

1990
The Foundation published a collection of works by Gayle Stephens, Family Practice in the 1980s: A Second Decade of Essays.

1991
A small grants program was established with $5,000 to be awarded to a single grantee.  Recipients were Penn State University in 1992 to support the Northeast Regional Meeting.  That meeting attracted 320 medical students and 300 family medicine faculty. East Tennessee State University received the award in 1993. This program was discontinued in 1994.

1992
The South American Scholarship Program, proposed by Dr. Edward Shahady and Dr. Warren Heffron was approved.  The Trustees allocated $2,500 to support a South American physician to attend the STFM Annual Spring Conference in 1993.


The basis for the International Scholarship Award was initiated with Foundation support for the International Center for Family Medicine.  Five STFM members were provided visiting professorships in Venezuela, and 5 Venezuelan residents attended the 1991 STFM Annual Spring Conference.  

1995
The Trustees approved an offer by Dr. Marian Bishop to match up to $100,000 in donations to the Foundation to stimulate the fundraising program.  However, Dr. Bishop’s attorney advised her to establish a trust from which funds could be disbursed rather than making a direct contribution to the Foundation.

1996
The Faculty Enhancement Experience Award was established to provide mid-level faculty resources for a two-week visit to another teaching institution.  The goal of the award is to enhance leadership, teaching, and/or administrative skills.  


The South American Scholarship Program was renamed The International Scholarship Program.  Eligibility rotated from Eastern Europe to Africa to Asia to South America for 1997, 1998, 1999 and 2000.

1997
A fundraising consultant was contracted to analyze current efforts and recommend new approaches.


The STFM Foundation assumes STFM’s membership in the Council of Academic Societies of the AAMC, since STFM has been declared ineligible because of its tax status.

1999
First strategic planning session held in Seattle facilitated by John Molidor, PhD of Michigan State University.  During that session the mission of the Foundation was affirmed as: “to sponsor and facilitate programs that develop academic family medicine leaders.”
A New Century Club Campaign was initiated to stimulate fundraising efforts. Twenty-eight people contributed $2,000 or more to the campaign.


Dr. Marian Bishop once again committed substantial funding from the F. Marian Bishop Charitable Trust to establish a leadership development program.  The Trustees approved designating New Century Club donations to the proposed leadership program.

2000
With funding assured for a senior leadership program, the Trustees invited Bill Jacott, MD, and Carole Bland, PhD, both of the University of Minnesota, to submit a proposal to design and administer the program.  The proposal was accepted; Dr. Jacott was named project director and Dr. Bland was named project administrator.

The Bishop Fellowship Program, designed to prepare senior family medicine faculty to assume positions of greater responsibility in academic medicine and health care leadership, receives major support from the F. Marian Bishop Charitable Trust.  This is a one-year program working in partnership with the American Council on Education’s ACE Fellowship program.  One to three candidates are selected each year to serve as fellows.


Drs. Jacott and Bland were responsible for negotiating the agreement with ACE for Bishop Fellows to also become ACE Fellows, for negotiating with AAMC for automatic admission for Bishop Fellows to their annual executive development meeting, and for securing $10,000 per year for two years from the Minnesota UCare Foundation. $50,000 per year for 5 years, to begin in 2001, was committed by AAFP.  

2002
Trustees approved hiring a professional fund raiser at 60% time.

2004
Trustees approved the allocation of $10,000 per year for 2 years to reimburse STFM for support services.


The Foundation provides $5,000 to support the International Consultants Program sponsored by AAFP’s International Family Practice Development Assistance Program.


The Foundation publishes Pebbles in the Water by Dr. B. Lewis Barnett.

2005
$5,000 was provided for support of a supplement for Annals of Family Medicine to report the proceedings of the November 6 Academic Health Center Symposium at the Academic Family Medicine Fall Session.


Dr. Robert Graham is appointed as Executive Director of the Bishop Fellowship Program following the resignation of Dr. Jacott.

2006
Foundation bylaws amended to increase the number of Trustees from 6 to 13, including one who shall be a member of the STFM Board of Directors.

2007
The Group Project Fund was established, allocating 50% of the net revenue from unrestricted Annual Giving Campaign donations to the fund.  The Fund rewards the creative and collaborative research proposals of STFM group members.  The outcomes of funded projects will benefit STFM members and the discipline of family medicine.

2008
The Foundation Trustees approved support of the following projects:

· FM Clerkship Core Content Curriculum - $25,000

· Center for History of Family Medicine - $2,000 each year for 5 years

Administration of the Bishop Fellowship Program transfers from the University of 

Minnesota to STFM.

2009
The Trustees approved a request for $20,000 to support publication of the results of the TransforMED National Demonstration Project in an Annals of Family Medicine supplement.


A strategic planning session was held, facilitated by Jeffrey Cufaude.  The purpose statement is: “to grow the capacity of STFM to achieve its mission and goals.”  
Ongoing
Through the years the Foundation has received numerous grants and contracts to advance the work of STFM that were available to the Foundation as a 501 c 3 organization but not to STFM as a 501 c 6 organization.  These include pharmaceutical grants for ICFM activities and vaccine education, and cooperative agreements with the CDC for vaccine education.
